Pridnestrovie is an ancient
land.

The territory near
the Dniester River has always
attracted different peoples.

Hundreds of unique arte-
facts have been found
on the territory of Pridne-
strovie: gold jewellery,
weapons, and ceramics.

The farmers of the curi-
ous Chalcolithic Trypillian
culture (4"-3 millennia BC)
left their large footprint



on the history of our Iland.
The Thracian tribes (late 2nd-
early 1% millennia BC), Cimme-
rians (9"-7" cent. BC) and Scythi-
ans (71-31 cent. BC) lived here.
At the same time, the Getae, relat-
ed to the Thracians (6""-1**cent. BC),
settled here. The Sarmatians and
Alans substituted them (3 cent. BC-
4'h cent. AD). Afterwards the terri-
tory was inhabited by the Germanic
tribes of the Goths (3"-4" cent. AD),
who were forced out by the Huns
(4h-5% cent.). Then, during the Migra-
tion Period, the Slavic Antes
(5th-71 cent.), Pannonian Avars
(6™-8™ cent.), Magyars (9% cent.),
Pechenegs (9"-11"" cent.), Tork
people (10*-11*" cent.), and Cumans
(11!h-13* centuries) stayed here.

Pridnestrovie was part of the Ancient

Significant events in the history of our nation building
are the 1787-1791 Russo-Turkish War and the second partition
of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in 1793. As a result,
Pridnestrovie became part of the Russian Empire.

This period is especially important, since before it, the Pridnestrovian land
was lacking peace for a long time: nomadic raids, clashes between powerful nations
reasonably hindered the development of this territory. But after its accession into
the Russian Empire, it gained stability and security for many centuries, and the local
population could live and create peacefully.
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Having strengthened its position
here, Russia began to actively
reclaim and develop these terri-
tories. The foundation of Tiraspol
by the legendary commander
Suvorov as the Sredinnaya fortress
was the starting point for the building
of a new society. People from
all over the empire and Europe
flocked here: Moldovans fleeing
Ottoman  oppression,  Russian
and Ukrainian migrants, German
colonists, Jews, Bulgarians seeking
freedom, Armenians. Catherine
the Great granted them land
and the right to live according
to their customs. Thus, a unique
union of cultures was born on the banks of the Dniester, where
Orthodox churches stood next to synagogues, and Russian peasants
shared bread with their Bessarabian,

German and Polish fellows.

The 19* century was the time of the building of this multinational
community. Its fingerprints were tolerance, good neighbourhood
and religious tolerance, facilitated by co-residence and interethnic
marriages. When Bessarabia (today’s Republic of Moldova) became part
of Russia in 1812, the left bank of the Dniester was already an example
of peaceful coexistence. Schools with teaching in different languages
were opened, the speech of dozens of nations was heard at fairs.

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The Pridnestrovians will never
forget the 804 of their dead —
men, women and children —
victims of the barbaric assault
by the Republic of Moldova.
Among them almost 300 people
were civilians. They will not forget
about the almost one and a half
thousand wounded and the hun-
dred people missed in action. They
will not forget about the 2,239
destroyed residential buildings

destroyed and looted enterprises. But the main thing is that
the Pridnestrovian people will remember their deep wounds precisely
not to let it happen again in the future.

It is necessary to emphasize that throughout the history
of modern Moldova, its authorities have never tried to take a step
towards reconciliation — to correct mistakes, to honestly name
the guilty, to give a political and legal assessment of the military
aggression against Pridnestrovie. In other words, they did not want
to maturely and reasonably draw a line under past mistakes, opening
the door to a future of peaceful good neighbourhood.

The conflict between Moldova and Pridnestrovie is based on a deep historical
and legal contradiction, laid in the foundation of Moldova.

Itisimportant that the conflict between Moldova and Pridnestrovie
is based on a deep historical and legal contradiction, laid in the foun-
dation of Moldova. Chisinau builds its statehood on the rejection
of the “illegal” MSSR, defining all the consequences of its establishment
on 2 August 1940 as illegal, and derives its succession from Bessarabia
in1918-1940, which was under the control of Romania. However, in violation

of its own state-constituting
doctrines, Moldova is unrea-
sonably trying to lay claim
to the entire territory
of the “illegal” MSSR and all
its “illegal” borders, includ-
ing modern Pridnestrovie.
This is legal nonsense.
Moldova should remain within
the same historical borders,
when legally securing itself
as the successor to Bessarabia.

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Just as a thousand vyears
ago, so to this day the statehood
of Moldova did not extend
to the Pridnestrovian lands:
the lands of the Moldavian
Principality, and then Bessara-
bia, have ever covered neither
the left bank of the Dniester,
neither the Kherson and Podolsk
Provinces of the Russian Empire,
nor the Moldavian Autonomous SSR.

It is an unbiased fact. As well as that Pridnestrovie is the direct successor
of these historical territories, with the first state legal capacity
of the Moldavian Autonomous SSR, and then having restored
its statehood on 2 September 1990 as the legitimate successor
of the MASSR and the MSSR.

The statehood of Moldova did not extend to the Pridnestrovian lands: the lands
of the Moldavian Principality, and then Bessarabia, have ever covered neither the left
bank of the Dniester, nor the Kherson and Podolsk Provinces of the Russian Empire,
nor the Moldavian Autonomous SSR.

Pridnestrovie and Moldova stayed together within the MSSR
only for a short period of 50 years, but this period in Moldova
was recognized as illegal at the highest constitutional and official level.
It gives blameless international legal arguments for Pridnestrovie.
Any fair trial in international
structures, including the UN,
would speak in favour of Pridne-
strovie. However, universal
global stakeholder are in a deep
crisis, while the world Ilies
in a sustained storm.
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Over the next three decades,
our society developed, grew more
mature and wiser, became even
more aware of itself as a single
livingorganism, asthe descendants
of those who had settled
on the banks of the Dniester
for centuries, who defended this
land from invaders, who built

houses, factories and schools here. Moldovans, Russians, Ukrainians,
Gagauz, Bulgarians — 72 nationalities in total — we all became

one family because we learned
to value not only our own roots,
but also the roots of our neigh-
bours. As a result, this symbiosis
of traditions, customs and lan-
guages formed a distinct Pridne-
strovian identity.

An important point of our
identity has become the consol-
idation of people. Be it war

or blockade, we used to stand shoulder to shoulder against threats
and give them a joint response. Including seven referenda held

in Pridnestrovie. Each of them
marked the opinion of the people
on the most important issues:
the establishment of the state,
the adoption of the Constitution,
the choice of foreign policy.
The will of the people underlies
all fundamentally important
state decisions that has become
a distinctive feature of Pridne-
strovie and its society.

Since 1 January 2025, our people have experienced a severe
humanitarian and energy crisis. Foreign diplomats constantly
ask questions, wondering how our people could cope with critical
difficulties almost ordinary, without hysterics, panic, grassroots unrest.
However, if foreigners had looked closely at the Pridnestrovians, their
identity, and really introspected
into our history, they would have
understood everything.

Our attitude to historical
memory is another feature.
A modern Pridnestrovian does
not divide history into “conve-
nient” and “inconvenient”.
We remember Suvorov, who foun-
ded the Sredinnaya fortress,
and the workers who went out
to protest in the late 1980s to defend the right to speak their
native languages. We also recognize the dark pages of our history.
For us, the past is not a reason for disputes, not a means of dividing
people, but a basis for building the future.

A modern Pridnestrovian believes in peace, but is ready
to defend his home, as it was defended during the Great Patriotic War
and the aggression of Moldova in 1992; who is proud of ancestors,
but looks forward and builds enterprises, cultivates the land,

raises children; who knows
the price of freedom, because
the forefathers paid for it with blood.
The Pridnestrovians are focused
on peaceful creative work
and are distinguished by a partic-
ular emotional connection with
Pridnestrovie, even if being
far from it.

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And, of course, our history is wedded to Russia. The Pridne-
strovians irrevocably feel themselves an integral part of the Russian
cultural and humanitarian area, and they treat the Russian peacekeepers
as defenders of peace and quiet on the Dniester.

Our people are creative. We do not look

for enemies, we build bridges. The Russian
language, like the Dniester River, united
us, but we are proud of our Moldovan,
Ukrainian, and Gagauz customs. This makes
usunique: we donotsuppress,butround each
other out, our home is open to all who truly
respect our laws and traditions.

And this is where we differ from neighbouring Moldova. Where
the native language and history have been abolished and replaced
by the Romanian influence. Where the memory of the Great Patriotic
War is trampled, paying compliments to the Nazi criminals responsible

for genocide, including in the territory
of Pridnestrovie. Where the ribbon
of Saint George is banned and fined.
And nationalism has not gone away
either, although it is not yet as wild
as in the 1990s. It is obvious from
the offensive comments by politicians
and journalists of Moldova addressed

to the Pridnestrovians.

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The history of Pridnestrovie continues. Today, decades later,
we keep what we defended. Our schools teach in three languages, city
streets bear the names of heroes from different times, from Suvorov
to the defenders of 1992. Yes, we face hard times: blockades, political
pressure, economic challenges. But we will overcome everything, as long
as our choice is to remain a people who cares for the words “Motherland”,

“justice” and “dignity”, for whom they are the meaning of existence.
